 Nicely-engineered kit 
 Straightforward build 
 Common kit with a range of type/options (11 with a 12th announced) 
 Wide variety of after-market (if you want) 
 Readily available (from the usual mail-order suspects) 
 Reasonably-priced 

 
Other options (different manufacturers, different scales) do exist, especially if you are 
feeling masochistic (Eastern Express?).

 To improve our modeling skills 
 To share modeling techniques 
 To provide maximum flexibility in the build, from out-of-the box to a complete

 To finish a model (what’s that?)

Schedule 

 October 3:  Introduction, Schedule, Subject, After-Market Stuff and References 
 November 7:  Steps 1 - 5; lower hull and suspension 
 January 9:  Steps 6 - 10:  road wheels and tracks 
 February 6:  Steps 11 - 16:  Fenders, upper hull and turret 
 March 5:  Finish and markings 
 April 2:  Weathering and wrap-up
